Tuskegee University’s College of Veterinary Medicine.

• An orientation to the Program and the Foreign Service at the USDA 
Animal and Plant Health Inspection Services headquarters. 

• Two summer internships, one at the APHIS Headquarters in Maryland in 

the summer of 2022 and one overseas at a U.S. embassy or consulate in 
the summer of 2023.
